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Dear Members,


Welcome to our second edition for 2008.  We are pleased to report, like so many of our members, that the health of the Foundation continues to be strong and stable.


With your support, during this, our second year of operation, we had great success in improving both the availability and price of all of the MP medicines and also of the NoIR glasses.  During the year one of our members was instrumental in gaining Government recognition for the use of Olmetec at higher dosages on Authority PBS scripts for some qualifying MP patients.  This has meant a significant reduction in ongoing treatment costs for those patients.


Quercetin


During 2006 we also investigated, though without success, the possibility of local Australian supply of pure Quercetin.





Unfortunately members wanting pure Quercetin will have to continue with personal imports.  Life Extension at  http://www.lifeextensionvitamins.com/ remains one of the better sources.  We are currently working with an Australian drug wholesaler to see whether bulk Olmesartan can be imported into New Zealand for the 20 or more New Zealanders now on the MP.


The Last Twelve Months


Consistent with our constitution and the objectives we published last year, we continue to host patient network meetings around Australia, with multiple successful gatherings in Sydney, Melbourne and Adelaide during the year.  We will continue to hold these meetings as well as to work with Professor Marshall to identify opportunities to raise awareness of the MP with doctors.
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We expect that these funds will be used in future for physician/clinician education, conference support and drug registration projects.


Promotion of the MP


Under Australian law, the Foundation cannot at present promote the use of the MP amongst the general public, since the MP is at this time an unregistered treatment for a range of autoimmune and inflammatory conditions.  We do, however, provide support activities for patients already under treatment, and raise awareness of the MP amongst medical professionals and researchers.


Closure of main MP site to new members


The Marshall Protocol Study Cohort site http://www.marshallprotocol.com/ was closed in May to new members, except for health professionals.  New MP patients are now encouraged to register at the support site http://www.curemyth1.org/, though this site does not monitor patient progress or provide nurse-moderator support to MP patients.
